lllinois Chamber Launches Coalition, Website Organizing
Illinois Business against Card Check Legislation

www.workforcefreedomillinois.com provides resources for employers, employees
to understand why grossly-misnamed Employee Free Choice Act will cost lllinois jobs

Springfield, Ill. -- At a time when Illinois jobs are already dwindling due to recession, lllinois employers are ready to fight

against more job losses predicted if the grossly-misnamed Employee Free Choice Act (EFCA), introduced in the US
Senate yesterday, passes.

The Workforce Freedom lllinois Coalition, launched by the Illinois Chamber of Commerce in conjunction with the federal

bill’s introduction, is encouraging employers and employees to speak out in support of their right to a secret ballot in voting
for or against union representation.

“If Card Check legislation passes, workers lose their right to cast a secret ballot in a union organizing election, sacrificing
a fundamental voting tradition,” stated Todd Maisch, VP of Government Affairs for the Illinois Chamber of Commerce.
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“Under Card Check, if union organizers can persuade more than 50% of workers at a facility to sign cards, they win; you
may learn your work unit has been unionized without even having known it was under consideration.”

A new study released last week by noted economist Dr. Anne Layne-Farrar, An Empirical Assessment of the Employee
Free Choice Act: The Economic Implications, every 3 percentage points gained in union membership through card checks
and mandatory arbitration will result in a 1 percentage point rise in the unemployment the following year.

The unionization of 1.5 million existing jobs in year one would lead to the loss of 600,000 jobs by the following year,
roughly equaling one month’s worth of job losses the US is currently experiencing.

“Big Labor claims EFCA gives workers the ability to negotiate for better pay and benefits, but they’re not being honest,”
Maisch continued. “States with the heaviest union presence are worse off than states with the least across a number

of economic indicators, meaning that the people living in those states have fewer opportunities to succeed and move into
the middle class.”

According to the Chamber’s coalition website, www.workforcefreedomillinois.com, the ease with which unions could
conduct and win card check campaigns vastly lowers their cost to conduct such campaigns, increasing the likelihood they
will target smaller businesses with smaller units. Industries such as banks, retailers, hotels, and healthcare facilities

are considered prime targets if card check campaigns can be waged in businesses with typically smaller workforces.

“NLRB elections have been a fundamental element of labor-management policies since the 1930s, and this one-sided
legislation would wipe them out, along with millions of workers’ rights and their jobs,” Maisch concluded. “lllinois
businesses need incentives to grow and create more jobs, not incentives to go out of business, so we will be letting
lllinoisans and our representatives in Washington know this is a bad policy at the worst possible time.”

The Coalition’s website provides links to email representatives, write letters to editors of local papers, and tell stories of
union coercion experienced in past organizing efforts.
